construction paper. Cut slits in the 
back of the feet where indicated. 
Wrap the feet around a child’s 
ankles, and lock in the tabs to

Cut one-inch strips of construction 
paper. Staple or tape the strips of  
construction paper together to 
create a headband for a child.  
Staple or tape the folded part  

of the cat ears to the top  
of the headband.
